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Subject:  Cooling tower discharge (bleed) to ground or “green” roofs
RSI and/or our local representatives have obtained permission to discharge cooling tower water treated with Ecology Cells™ to ground or storm sewer without a government permit.  EPA and local environmental governing agencies (such as DERM in Miami, Florida) state, “Non-chemical cooling tower water that is non-contact (does not come in contact with a manufactured article such as a plastic part) may be discharged to ground or storm sewer.”  “When there is no added chemical residual, discharging this water does not fall under any required permits.”  

This discharge (bleed) water is simply exactly what the local city provider has given to the customer in a concentrated form, usually containing 3 to 5 times the same dissolved solids as the city water.  Chlorine content is not a factor since chlorine quickly dissipates in the turbulent cooling tower atmosphere.

This non-contact discharge (bleed) water contains no elements in excess of discharge limits.  Because this water is simply city water with a concentrated mineral content, permission has been given to re-use this water for other purposes, such as lawn and “green” roof watering.
